LYC Basic Golf Rules and Etiquette
1. Count one stroke each time you hit or putt the ball.  There are no “do-overs”, “re-dos” or Mulligans.
2. If the ball is hit out of bounds or lost follow these rules:

· Play a new ball where it was lost or went out of bounds and count one extra stroke.
3. If a ball lands in a water hazard place a new ball near the hazard and count one extra stroke.  If it is on a cart path or near a sign you may move the call without penalty.
4. The person with the lowest score on the previous hole tees off first.
5. Once everyone’s ball is on the green, remove the flagstick and place out of putters’ way. I f a player hits the flagstick or another player’s ball with their own golf ball while putting on the green; they receive a two stroke penalty.  Putter farthest from the hole putts first and so forth. Please keep golf bags off of the greens.
6. All leagues will play a circle 10 format.  They will pick up their golf ball after 10 strokes and proceed to the nest hole once everyone in their group has finished.
7. I the event of a tie, the best score at the previous hole will win.
8. Parents/Grandparents/Siblings, etc. may help find golf balls and record scores.  They may not give instruction to players on the course so that we may finish in a timely manner.
9. Please be respectful of other golfers and the golf course.  Please be quiet and still when someone is hitting.  Stay far back enough away to avoid being hit and most importantly –HAVE FUN!!!!
